Current Ministry:  CEF® of King County is teaching a GNC® in 10 Elementary Schools and 5 GNC's at other locations like someone’s home or church.  We have 2 Teacher Training classes one on the North end and one on the south end of King County.  We currently have 2 monthly Party Clubs one at a house and one at a church.

Though many in Seattle would consider themselves spiritual, those who subscribe to a particular religious affiliation or attend regular religious services are in the minority.  See statistics below for more specific details.  

• The Pacific Northwest is the most unchurched part of the U.S. (the None Zone) 

• There are more dogs than evangelicals (150,000 vs 136,000) 

• Washington (33%) and Oregon (31%) are the two least churched U.S. states (Seattle PI 10/15/02) 

• Researcher David T. Olsen states that Seattle church attendance may actually be as low as 13.9% 

• Olsen states that only 15.3% of King County is in church on any given Sunday

• Nationally, 50% or people go to a church, mosque or synagogue; Seattle only 33% (Seattle Post-Intelligencer, 10.15.02) 

• Only 42% of people in Washington live with someone who attends a church, mosque, or synagogue 

• Nationally 14% of people claim to have no religious beliefs, the lowest state without belief is North Dakota at 3% and Washington is among the highest at 25% 

• The average church in Seattle claims 100 people in weekly attendance (Hartford Study) 

• Seattle religious adherence is highest among the following groups in order; Catholics, Mormons, ELCA, AG, United Methodist, PC USA, Southern Baptist, Jews, SDA, Episcopalian 

• Seattle has a high concentration of singles who nationally attend church at only 37% compared to 53% for marrieds (George Barna) 

• Seattle is largely comprised of younger people who are less likely to attend church (George Barna) 
        o 31% of all 20 year olds attend church nationally 
        o 22% of all 25-29 year olds attend church nationally 
        o 42% of all 30 year olds attend church nationally 
        o 49% of people 40 and older attend church nationally 

• Among the 1.7 million Seattleites their regular church attendance according to David Olsen breaks down as follows: 
        o Evangelical 8% 
        o Catholic 4% 
        o Mainline Protestant 2% 
        o Absent 86% 

• The largest churches in Washington range from 3000-6000 and include Christian Faith Center, University Presbyterian, Covenant Celebration, Life Center, The City Church, Mars Hill, and Christ the King. Not one church in Washington State is among the 100 largest in America.
